
Professional Introducer Agreement

1.
This Agreement is in respect of the introduction of clients by the Introducer to the Adviser. The client will become the Adviser’s client for financial services and they undertake to retain records of business arranged in accordance with the requirements of the Financial Services Authority.

2.
The Introducer is making introductions with a view to the provision of independent advice on Equity Release contracts generally; these are excluded activities under Articles 33 and 33A of the Regulated Activities Order. It is the Introducer’s responsibility to ensure that the conditions for meeting these exclusions are adhered to. No other product areas will be discussed with potential clients unless to refer back to the Introducer.

3.
The Introducer will disclose to introduced clients any payment or other reward or advantage received from the Adviser for making the introduction.

4.
The Introducer may not receive any money (other than money due on his own account) paid by the client in connection with any transactions arranged by the Adviser as a result of the introduction.

5. The Introducer and any of its employees may not, and hereby agrees not to, advise clients about  Lifetime Plans or Home Reversion Schemes

6.
The Introducer will not hold himself out as having any other relationship with the Adviser other than that of an introducer of potential or existing clients.

7.
The Adviser and their Registered Individuals hereby agree to advise present and future clients introduced by the Introducer in a manner consistent with their current standard Terms of Business, which will be issued to each client introduced, or where appropriate with a signed Client Agreement. The Adviser and their Registered Individuals shall undertake to maintain the highest possible standard of service, professionalism and integrity in connection with advice given to and conduct of business undertaken for clients introduced by the Introducer.
8.
Equity Advice LLP is a Limited Liability Partnership, the Adviser from Equity Advice LLP  is permitted to provide advice on or arrange transactions in Lifetime Plans or Home Reversion Schemes.

9.
The Adviser agrees to pay the Introducer, initially    % of the net initial procuration fee received by the Adviser from transactions on behalf of clients introduced by the Introducer.  This percentage will be reviewed every 3 months and is subject to change based on the volume of business generated. The share of commission shall be paid to the Introducer immediately after the commission is received by the Adviser. All renewal commission will be retained by the Adviser.

10.
Should any product provider reclaim any commission already paid, for any reason, this will, at the Adviser’s discretion, either be offset against future commissions due to the Introducer or be repaid by the Introducer to the Adviser within fourteen days of demand.  The demand may be delivered by hand, or will be assumed to have been delivered within two days of despatch of a letter to the Introducer’s last notified address. The Introducer hereby agrees to indemnify the Adviser fully in respect of the Introducer’s share of any commission reclaimed. This is not applicable for firms only Introducing Equity Release.

11.
The Adviser is a Data Controller under the Data Protection Act 1998 and undertakes to adhere to the requirements of that Act in all matters relating to clients introduced by the Introducer, and to treat personal data with the utmost confidentiality.

12.
The Introducer shall allow the Adviser, and if necessary the Financial Services Authority, access to all relevant information retained by the Introducer concerning all introduced clients and will co-operate fully in any investigations.  Any complaints received by the Introducer concerning any introduced client’s business will be immediately notified to the Adviser. The Adviser, through the Equity Advice LLP Compliance Department, will be responsible for the investigation and resolution of these complaints. The Introducer shall not otherwise divulge information relating to any client’s business.  The requirements set out in this paragraph shall not be affected by the termination of this Agreement in accordance with section 13.

13.
This Agreement may be terminated, or varied, at any time without penalty by either party giving notice in writing to that effect to the other party, or upon the Adviser ceasing to conduct independent financial services business.  Such termination will not affect the rights of either party in respect of financial services business already completed or in the process of being completed by the Adviser for clients introduced by the Introducer.  

14.       There will be a “NO CROSS SELLING” agreement in place at all times. The Adviser will only provide advice to the Introduced customer on Equity Release products including Lifetime Mortgages and Reversion schemes. The Adviser will refer the client back to the Introducer for enquiries on any other regulated product area.
